The  Sixth Step  

 
Now an angel of the Lord said to 
Philip, "Go south to the road—the 
desert road—that goes down from 
Jerusalem to Gaza." So he started 
out, and on his way he met an 
Ethiopian eunuch, an important 
official in charge of all the treasury of 
Candace, queen of the Ethiopians.  
This man had gone to Jerusalem to 
worship, and on his way home was 
sitting in his chariot reading the book 
of Isaiah the prophet. The Spirit told 
Philip, "Go to that chariot and stay 
near it." 

Then Philip ran up to the chariot and 
heard the man reading Isaiah the 
prophet. "Do you understand what 
you are reading?" Philip asked. 
"How can I," he said, "unless 
someone explains it to me?" So he 
invited Philip to come up and sit 
with him.  

The eunuch was reading this passage 
of Scripture: "He was led like a sheep 
to the slaughter, and as a lamb before 
the shearer is silent, so he did not 
open his mouth.  In his humiliation 
he was deprived of justice. Who can 
speak of his descendants? For his life 
was taken from the earth." 

The eunuch asked Philip, "Tell me, 
please, who is the prophet talking 
about, himself or someone else?" 
Then Philip began with that very 
passage of Scripture and told him the 
good news about Jesus.  

As they traveled along the road, they 
came to some water and the eunuch 
said, "Look, here is water. Why 
shouldn't I be baptized?" And he 
gave orders to stop the chariot. Then 
both Philip and the eunuch went 
down into the water and Philip 
baptized him. When they came up 
out of the water, the Spirit of the 
Lord suddenly took Philip away, and 
the eunuch did not see him again, 
but went on his way rejoicing. 
Philip, however, appeared at Azotus 
and traveled about, preaching the 
gospel in all the towns until he 
reached Caesarea.  Acts 8:26 – 40, 
NIV

of us all.  He was oppressed and afflicted, yet he did not 

open his mouth; he was led like a lamb to the slaughter, and 

as a sheep before her shearers is silent, so he did not open 

his mouth.

And who can speak of his descendants? For he was cut off 

from the land of the living; for the transgression of my

Like the rest, we 
were by nature objects of wrath. But because of his great love 
for us, God, who is rich in mercy, made us alive with Christ 
even when we were dead in transgressions—it is by grace you 
have been saved. And God raised us up with Christ and seated 
us with him in the heavenly realms in Christ Jesus. Ephesians

Christ-centered 12 Steps 
 

Step 1 We admitted that we were powerless over our dependencies 
- that our life had become unmanageable. 

Step 2  We came to believe that a power greater than ourselves 
could restore us to sanity. 

Step 3  We made a decision to turn our life and will over to the care 
of God. 

Step 4  We made a searching and fearless moral inventory of 
ourselves. 

Step 5  We admitted to God, to ourselves, and to another human 
being the exact nature of our wrongs. 

Step 6  We were entirely ready to have God remove all these 
defects of character. 

Step 7  We humbly asked him to remove our shortcomings. 

Step 8  We made a list of all persons we had harmed and became 
willing to make amends to them all. 

Step 9  We made direct amends to such people wherever possible, 
except when to do so would injure them or others. 

Step 10 We continued to take personal inventory, and when we were 
wrong, promptly admitted it. 

Step 11 We sought through prayer and meditation to improve our 
conscious contact with God, praying only for knowledge of 
his will for us and the power to carry it out. 

Step 12 Having had a spiritual awakening, we tried to carry this 
message to others and to practice these principles in all our 
affairs.
